Membership Application

About the Wellesley Hill Junior Women’s Club

Established in 1944, the Wellesley Hills Junior Women’s Club is a non-profit service organization with a floating membership of 80-100 women.  Active membership is usually a term of five years.  Our purpose is twofold:  to serve the community directly by volunteering at organizations such as the Wellesley Food Pantry and the Sisters of Charity Nursing Home; and to raise money which we donate to local charitable organizations and to scholarships for Wellesley residents.  

In 2008-2009, proceeds from our three fundraisers (The Wellesley Phone Book, Kitchen Tour, and Marketplace)  contributed scholarship awards totaling  $115,000 to 60 students in amounts ranging from $750 to $5,000.  WHJWC also contributed another $115,000 to 54 deserving nonprofit agencies.  Recently, Luminary Night was added as our fourth fundraiser and raised nearly $20,000 to benefit Wellesley Friendly Aid, an organization committed to serving Wellesley’s neediest families.


Joining the WHJWC

Each prospective member must have a sponsor who is a current active or sustaining member of the Club.  Prior to joining the WHJWC, a prospective member must complete a membership application, attend one general business meeting, and attend a prospective member coffee.  If, when a prospective member has fulfilled all requirements and is called to active membership, she finds she is unable to begin active membership, she may defer induction for a period of two years.  After that time, she relinquishes her status as a prospective member and must reapply as a new member.    

Membership Requirements

Club Service Activities:

1.  Monthly meetings are held at the Wellesley Community Center on the first Monday of each month (with a few exceptions).  Attendance is required.

2.  Serve on a standing committee, such as membership, scholarship, donations, etc..

3.  Assist with the clean up of the meeting room for one meeting during the year.

4.  Participate in SOS, which is our way of helping each other in times of need.  Members are usually called on once or twice during a five-year term of membership.


5.  Pay annual dues of $150 (this includes fees for our Annual Banquet in May, to include a full meal and beverages). 

Fundraisers:


1.  Marketplace:  staff one shift on the day of Marketplace (November) or equivalent shift in advance of Marketplace day, i.e. posting flyers or selling tickets.

2.  Luminary Night:  work one three hour shift or serve as a neighborhood Captain or Co-Captain (December).
2.  Phone Book: solicitation of advertisers (January and February) by phone, mail, or in person.  (All members attend an annual orientation for this fundraiser conducted at the January General meeting.)

3.  Kitchen Tour:  staff one shift on the day of the tour (May) 

Direct Service Projects (DSP):

1.  Each member participates in one of our five service projects:  Elderly, Children, Kids on the Block, or Economic Needs.  Service usually consists of two shifts per year, plus one or two additional activities.

2.  DSP Elderly:  Service at the Sisters of Charity Nursing Home in Wellesley & the Center on Aging in Wellesley.

3.  DSP Children:  Service at Second Step, a transitional housing center in Newton and the Walker School.

4. DSP Kids on the Block:  Perform puppet shows at Wellesley elementary schools focusing on teaching children about accepting differences.

5.  DSP Economic Needs:  Service at the Wellesley Food Pantry.

6. DSP Teen Center: Serve on the Board of the Teen Center, a monthly drop-in night of activities for Wellesley’s Middle Schoolers 

In addition to our service and fundraising activities, the Club provides an excellent opportunity to develop new and lasting friendships.  Our friendships are enhanced by several social functions held each year, such as the Fall Social, Annual Yankee Swap, a Spring Social and numerous informal get-togethers.  Of course, attendance at social events is not required, but it is always fun to be together.

Requirements prior to induction into the WHJWC are:

1.  Attend one General Business Meeting

2.  Attend a Prospective Member Coffee

3.  When called to membership, pay annual membership dues of $150.00.  Checks should be payable to WHJWC and sent to the treasurer.

Membership Committee Sponsor Recommendations

The responsibility of the sponsor is to familiarize the prospective member with the organization of the Wellesley Hills Junior Women’s Club and facilitate her transition into membership.  In the best interest of both the prospective member and the WHJWC, we ask that sponsors familiarize themselves with the following:


*A sponsor shall have been an active member for a minimum of six months, shall obtain from the Membership Committee an application package on behalf of the prospective member, and may sponsor up to two prospective members during a given club year.  If a sponsor is anticipating a change in membership status (sustaining, resigning, or leave of absence), it is her responsibility to find a new sponsor for the prospective member.


*A sponsor shall accompany the prospective member to the Prospective Member’s Coffee and one General Business Meeting of the WHJWC.  Please note that guests are not to attend the December meeting or the May Banquet.  Sponsors shall also participate in the induction, and may be asked to assist the prospective member in fulfilling her Club requirements, should she experience difficulty.


*We encourage a sponsor to periodically call her prospective member to answer any questions she may have.  It is also helpful if a sponsor accompanies her prospective member to any of the Club’s social events.
